The Board of Directors of the Hawaii Public Housing Authority met for their Regular Board
Meeting at 1002 North School Street, on Thursday, December 20, 2012 at 9:00 a.m.

The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Gierlach and upon the call to order, those
present were as follows:

Chairperson Gierlach declared a quorum present.
Director Espero moved,
To approve the Regular Meeting Minutes of November 20, 2012,

The minutes were unanimously approved.

Public Testimony

Desiree Kihano, Palolo Valley Homes resident, stated that she is no longer in good standing and
resigned from the Board of Directors, the Grievance Hearing Board, and the Resident Advisory
Board (RAB). Ms. Kihano stated that Palolo Valley Homes (PVH) tenants would have had
return rights to their same unit after the renovation, but in January 2012 she was informed that
Ms. Arashiro, Executive Assistant, had made a decision not to allow residents to return to their
original units. She also stated that she will be having a grievance hearing in January 2013 where
all of this will be discussed and she requested the hearing be a public meeting. She indicated that
she would tape the meeting for broadcast on Olelo.

Mr. Fetu Kolio, private resident, stated that all residents should be treated fairly. He stated that if
two residents have the same disability, then their units should be modified the same. He feels
that one resident was not treated fairly because the resident is part of the class action lawsuit. He
also stated that the Hawaii Public Housing Authority (HPHA) was aware of misappropriations of
tenant association funds in the past. The HPHA did not prosecute those tenants, but he was
prosecuted.

For Action:

Director Espero moved,

To Appoint Mr. Courtney Young to the HPHA’s Oahu Eviction Board for a Two-
Year Term Expiring on December 30, 2014.

Executive Director Ouansafi stated that Mr. Young works with the public and youth. He also
comes with recommendations from staff and a current Eviction Board member. Executive

Director Ouansafi stated that Mr. Young would be appointed to Eviction Board group Oahu C.

The motion was unanimously carried.
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For Action:

Director Espero moved,

To Approve the Hawaii Public Housing Authority’s Annual Report and to
Authorize the Executive Director to Submit the Report to the Appropriate Agencies.

Executive Director Ouansafi reported that the Annual Report is a brief overview of the HPHA
during the past year. He reported that once approved, the report will be submitted to the
Legislature.

Director Shimizu asked that a disclosure be added to indicate that the HPHA’s legislative
proposals included in the Annual Report have not been through the Governor’s approval process.
Executive Director Ouansafi responded that the HPHA will add a disclosure.

Designee Tungol also requested that the HPHA highlight bills that were enacted in the previous
fiscal year. Executive Director Ouansafi responded that the HPHA includes the legislative
proposals to inform the Legislators of items the HPHA will be supporting, but the HPHA will
add a page highlighting the bills that were enacted.

The motion was unanimously carried.
For Action:

Director Espero moved,

To Ratify Acceptance of the Independent Audit of the Hawaii Public Housing
Authority’s Financial Statements for the Fiscal Period July 1, 2011 — June 30, 2012.

Director Tokishi reported that the Finance Task Force met with the auditors from KMH. KMH
rendered an unqualified opinion, which means that the auditors are comfortable with the
financials as presented. Director Tokishi stated that the auditors also reported that the HPHA has
some material weaknesses in internal controls. He also reported, however, that Executive
Director Ouansafi has a corrective action plan in place to address the material weaknesses.

Chairperson Gierlach asked if an unqualified opinion means that there is no fraud or misuse of

funds. Director Tokishi eenfiemed-that the-audiers-did-net see-any-indication of fraud-ormisuse

of funds—Jhe-auditors-test a-larger-thannormal-sample-of eash disbursements untit they have-a
level-of-comferi-te-issue-the-unqualified-opinten. clarified that unqualified opinion means

that the financial statements are fairly presented. An unqualified opinion has nothing
Director Yokoyama asked about the lapse in funds. Director Tokishi reported that the HPHA to do
lapsed about $10 million in State funds. Due to the lack of resources, the HPHA had to prioritize ?;;: d
the its efforts to obligate the funds. )

Executive Director Quansafi stated that the HPHA concentrated on Federal funds because if

Federal funds lapse, there is a monetary sanction; whereas, if State funds lapse, the funds are
returned to the State.
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Chairperson Gierlach questioned what improvements are being made so that the HPHA does not
lapse funds. Executive Director Ouansafi responded that currently the HPHA does not anticipate
the lapse of capital funds. However, the HPHA is currently awaiting approvals from Budget and
Finance (B & F) and the Department of Accounting and General Services (DAGS) to have the
funds allotted and obligated in pending contracts. This approval process is currently holding up
the obligation of current appropriations.

Director Tokishi reported that the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher program noted an increase
in spending of about $3.9 million, but this was due to increased funding for the Veteran’s Affairs
Supportive Housing (VASH) vouchers and the tenant relocation vouchers at Kuhio Park Terrace.
HPHA'’s elderly housing program is running at a deficit and unless rents are increased, it will
continue to operate at a deficit. The central office also operated at a deficit for last fiscal year.

Director Yoshioka asked for a status is on the promissory note discussed in the draft audit report.
Executive Assistant Arashiro reported that the promissory note was related to Ke Kumu Ekahi

and suggested going to Executive Session to discuss the details.

The motion was unanimously carried.

Executive Director’s Report:

Executive Director Ouansafi reported that Nicholas Birck, Chief Planner, left the HPHA to
accept a position in California. The HPHA could not come close to matching the offer he
received. Executive Director Ouansafi stated this highlights the problem of the HPHA hiring
and retaining talented people. Many applicants and staff come to HPHA with good intentions,
but have to leave due to the low pay.

Chairperson Gierlach asked if the legislative proposals include the adjustment in salaries
(requested by the Board). Executive Director Ouansafi confirmed that the HPHA’s legislative
proposals include the salary adjustment.

Executive Director Ouansafi reported that the HPHA had three incidents on December 19, 2012:
1) there was a stabbing at Mayor Wright Homes (MWH); 2) a maintenance staff person at Kalihi
Valley Homes (KVH) was mugged; 3) a sewer line broke on the School Street property about a
week ago and two maintenance staff who were overseeing the overnight pumping had their
wallets and other personal items stolen from their cars.

Designee Tungol asked if the MWH stabbing victim or suspect are tenants. Executive Director
Ouansafi responded that the suspect is a tenant who moved in three weeks ago and the victim
was a non-tenant. Reports indicate that the victim was at the bus stop outside of MWH. Based
on the information, the suspect was drinking near the bus stop with two other men. Words were
exchanged and the suspect punched the victim in the stomach and then starting sling shotting the
victim in the head. When the victim went to the MWH Security booth to ask them to call for an
ambulance, the suspect then attacked the victim with a knife.

Designee Tungol asked whether both the suspect and victim were the same ethnicity and whether
we suspect that this is a cultural conflict/incident. Executive Director Ouansafi responded that
both the suspect and victim were Micronesian, but it appears to be an isolated incident because
the victim moved to Hawaii only a few weeks ago.

Director Tokishi asked if the incident took place on property and at what time did the incident
occur. Executive Director Ouansafi responded that the stabbing took place near the MWH
security booth and the incident occurred about 4:30 a.m.

Executive Director Ouansafi reported that security has been informed that if someone is hurt,
have them wait off property for medical help. Executive Director Ouansafi confirmed that if
security notices people drinking off property, they have been instructed to call the Honolulu
Police Department (HPD). Security did everything they could, including wrestling the knife
away from the suspect, which probably saved the victim’s life.

Chairperson Gierlach asked if there is Weed and Seed in MWH. Director Shimizu stated that the
HPHA asked Weed and Seed to relocate out of MWH. Executive Director Ouansafi reported
that the Kalihi neighborhood, the Waianae projects, and Kaahumanu Homes all have Weed and
Seed.

Executive Director Ouansafi reported the HPHA had 63 families move in. Staff is in the process
of issuing 100 veteran vouchers and 57 Section 8 vouchers. There were 14 evictions last month
and a total of 51 evictions for the year. Rent delinquencies are up for the month of December,
but according to staff, this is the trend with Christmas coming up. With tax returns in January
most tenants catch up.

Chairperson Gierlach asked how do tenants pay their rent. Executive Director Ouansafi reported
that tenants go directly to the bank and make payment and the HPHA is credited the same day.

Director Yoshioka asked for a status on the Kauai project and whether a manager was hired.
Executive Director Ouansafi reported that Kauai has an Acting Manager. Additionally, referrals
are being made for evictions and staff from Honolulu were sent to help catch up on re-
certifications.

Director Yoshioka asked what does “rent ready” mean. Executive Director Quansafi responded
that “rent ready” means that a vacant unit is repaired and the HPHA is in the process of placing
tenants in the units.

Director Espero asked if the HPHA is pushing the Bill for Sheriffs to train and live on property
to secure HPHA. Executive Director Ouansafi reported that the Sheriff’s Office is dealing with
internal staffing problems and asked the HPHA to not pursue this effort at this time.

Director Shimizu asked if there is any report on the attached agency issue. John Wong, Deputy

Attorney General, responded that he submitted his recommendation to his supervisor, but due to
shortage in staff the report has not been approved.
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Chairperson Gierlach called for a recess at 10:00 a.m. and reconvened at 10:10 a.m.
Director Espero moved at 10:10 a.m.,

A. The Oahu and Neighbor Island Eviction Boards are composed of members
of the community and are responsible for affording public housing tenants a
full and fair due process hearing during lease termination proceedings.

B. Pursuant to the Hawaii Revised Statutes (HRS) 356D, the Authority is
authorized to appoint an eviction board in each county to hear cases
referred for eviction. in accordance with HRS 356D, the Eviction Board
shall consist of not fewer than three members, one of which shall be a
resident of public housing.

C. Having more than the minimum amount of members appointed to the Oahu
and Neighbor Island Eviction Boards will allow the Hearings Office to
process the requests for hearings in an efficient and timely manner, and
avoid cancellation of hearings for lack of quorum.

D. Attached is a list of the current eviction board members by county and term
appointments.

il DISCUSSION

A. Mr. Kawahara is a resident of Hilo, Hawaii and a retired Social Worker.
Mr. Kawahara previously warked for the Judiciary, State of Hawaii in the
Adult Client Services Department and his experience continues to be a
valuable asset to the Board. Mr. Kawahara has expressed a willingness to
serve as a member of the Hilo Eviction Board for an additional two-year
term.

B. Mr. Kaya is a resident of Oahu, Hawaii and currently a professor of Speech
at the Leeward Community College. He has served on the eviction board
since 2009, is a valuable asset and has expressed a willingness to serve as
a member of the Oahu Eviction Board for an additional two-year term.

l. FACTS

A.

In 2012, the Hawaii Public Housing Authority partnered with the Michaeis
Development Company (MDC) to apply for the U.S. Department of
Housing and Urban Development’'s (HUD) Choice Neighborhoods
Initiative (CNI) Planning Grant. The Michaels Development Company is
considered the lead applicant, and HPHA is considered a co-applicant for
this grant.

The CNI Planning Grant is'used by stakeholders interested in developing
a comprehensive neighborhood revitalization plan for a selected
neighborhood. HUD made approximately $5 million available in FY2012
funds for CNI planning grants, anticipating the award of 17-20 grants of up
to $300,000 each.

The purpose of the Choice Neighborhoods planning grant program is to
support the development of a “Transformation Plan” that seeks to
transform neighborhoods by revitalizing severely distressed public and/or
assisted housing and leveraging other public and private assets.

A CNI planning grant is required for the HPHA to apply for a CNI
implementation grant in the future.

. DISCUSSION

A

For Action — January 17, 2013

The HPHA intends to utilize funds made available through this NOFA to
support the development of a Transformation Plan for the neighborhood
surrounding and including the Towers at Kuhio Park and Kuhio Homes in
Kalihi-Palama.

HPHA, EJP Consulting, and MDC, through partnerships with other public
and private agencies, non-profit and for-profit organizations, and
individuals, will utilize planning grant funds to leverage significant

012
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neighborhood assets to revitalize the neighborhood through strategic,
financially sustainable investments.

The planning grant will be used to develop a Transformation Plan, which
will then support the HPHA's future application for a Choice
Neighborhoods Initiative Implementation Grant.

On December 13, 2012, MDC was informed that Hawaii was selected as a
grantee under the CNI planning grant. Attached are the related grant
agreement documents that need to be executed by MDC and HPHA.

Any future agreements related to the CNI planning grant will be submitted
to the Department of the Attorney General for review and approval.
Operational matters, such as quarterly reporting requirements, will not
require AG review, but will be submitted to the Board of Directors as an
update. The HPHA will engage specialized legal counsel from Reno &
Cavanaugh as necessary.

In addition to the grant agreement, the HPHA will need to submit to HUD a
copy of its Standards of Conduct.

PLANNING GRANT AGREEMENT

This grant agreement (“Grant Agreement”) is made by and between the United States
Department of Housing and Urban Development (“HUD”) and the Lead and Co-Applicant(s)
(“Grantee”). The Grantee received a Choice Neighborhoods Planning Grant from fiscal year
2012 funds, for the creation of a Transformation Plan that is the subject of this Grant Agreement
(“Transformation Plan”) and that is identified on the fund obligation document (Form HUD-
1044).

While the Planning Grant is awarded to the Grantee, only the Lead Applicant identified
in the Grantee’s Choice Neighborhoods Application (“Lead Grantee™) will have access to draw
down funds in LOCCS. HUD agrees, subjeat to the terms of this Grant Agreement, to provide
grant funds to the Lead Grantee, in the total amount listed on the 1044, for the activities
described in the Transformation Plan as defined in Article III.

The assistance that is the subject of this Grant Agreement is authorized by, and required
to be used in accordance with, Section 24 of the U.S. Housing Act of 1937, the Consolidated and
Further Continuing Appropriations Act, 2012 (Public Law 112-55, 125 Stat. 552, approved
November 18, 2011) (“2012 HUD Appropridtions Act”), (collectively the “Choice
Neighborhoods Authorization”). The 2012 HUD Appropriations Act appropriates $120 million
for the Choice Neighborhoods program.

The form HUD-1044 and the Exhibits are incorporated into and subject to the terms of
this Grant Agreement.

HUD and the Grantee hereby agree to be bound by the following terms and conditions of
this Grant Agreement:

Goals of the Choice Neighborhoods Program. The Choice Neighborhoods
Program employs a comprehensive approach to neighborhood transformation.
The program will transform neighborhoods of concentrated poverty into mixed-
income neighborhoods of long-term viability by revitalizing severely distressed
public and/or assisted housing; improving access to economic opportunities; and
investing and leveraging investments in well-functioning services, effective
schools and education programs, public assets, public transportation, and
improved access to jobs.

General. The Grantee’s Choice Neighborhoods Transformation Plan
(“Transformation Plan”) consists of a document or documents reviewed and
accepted by HUD to govern the transformation of the neighborhood. The
Transformation Plan should integrate effective strategies to implement public
and/or assisted housing revitalization, the coordination and design of supportive
services, including educational opportunities for children, and neighborhood-level
planning to improve a range of neighborhood assets. The Transformation Plan
should be created as part of acollaborative planning process that involves
neighborhood stakeholders and local governmental entities.

The Transformation Plan should translate the three core goals of Choice
Neighborhoods — Housing, People and Neighborhood — into a strategy that will
direct investments, demonstrate the commitment among a range of public and
private partners to address interdependent neighborhood challenges, utilize data to
set and monitor progress toward implementation goals, and engage community
stakeholders and residents in meaningful decision-making roles.

Schedule and Budget. In preparation for creating a Transformation Plan,
Grantees must submit the following to HUD:

1) a Program Schedule identifying tasks and milestones by date;

3. Planning for neighborhood economic development
activities; and

4. Developing a viable financing plan to implement the
Neighborhood plan.

Conduct technical planning studies concerning local development issues,
priorities, or suggested appropriate approaches in the context of the local
housing market relative to other alternatives. This could include new
approaches to housing, economic development, capital improvement
programming or community relations. However, any such studies should
directly further the integration of strategies to develop a comprehensive
neighborhood-level Transformation Plan.

Work with public and private agencies, organizations (including
philanthropic organizations) and individuals to develop the
Transformation Plan and secure commitments to collaborate long-term to
ensure it will be implemented successfully, gather and leverage resources
needed to support the financial sustainability of the Transformation Plan,
and identify strategies. for building upon and leveraging existing
neighborhood efforts and anticipated Federal, state, regional and local
investments.

Ensure meaningful resident and neighborhood participation throughout the
development of the Transformation Plan, including but not limited to
public hearings, meetings, websites, forums, charrettes, and other
communication that will provide all aspects of the policy and development
plans and alternative options to neighborhood residents in sufficient time
for them to review, react, and make informed decisions on how proposed
plans and policies will impact their daily lives. Activities should prioritize
ways to engage communities traditionally marginalized from planning
processes, such as low-income individuals and families, limited English
speakers, persons with disabilities, and the elderly.

(a) Over the course of these meetings, the issues listed below must
have been identified (i.e., all issues need not be addressed at each
meeting):

1. The Choice Neighborhoods planning process;
2. The proposed physical plan, including the extent of
proposed demolition or rehabilitation of existing structures,

and if applicable, proposed site design;

3. Planned supportive service activities;

4. Other proposed transformation activities;

5. Relocation issues, such as relocation planning, mobility
counseling and relocation benefits; and

6. Reoccupancy plans and policies.

(b) For assistance in ensuring meaningful access for persons with
limited English proficiency, Grantees may consult HUD’s Final
Guidance to Federal Financial Assistance Recipients Regarding
Title VI Prohibition Against National Origin Discrimination
Affecting Limited English Proficient Persons (HUD’s LEP
Guidance) published in the Federal Register on January 22, 2007
(72 Fed. Reg. 2732). Additional information is also available at
www.hud.gov/fheo/promotingfl/lep.cfm. Pursuant to Section 508
of the Rehabilitation Act, recipients must employ accessible means
of technology to ensure that persons with disabilities can access
information on the planning process, plans, and other information.

Plan for the collection and strategic use of relevant data by identifying
data to track future community impacts once the Transformation Plan is
implemented by employing statistical and qualitative analysis of specific
metrics (see Summary section B) developed in partnership with the
appropriate local, state, regional and federal agencies/organizations.

Strengthen management and decision-making capacities of participating
organizations to create a comprehensive and integrated Transformation
Plan. '

Identify and secure the involvement of effective practices and actors based
on the best available evidence. Such activities may include conducting
site visits, research, or participating in a community of practice, which is a
group of grantees that agrees to interact regularly to solve a persistent
problem or improve practice in an area that is important to them and the
success of their project, through enabling grantees to meet, discuss and
collaborate with each other regarding grantee projects.

Leveraging other resources, including housing resources, supportive
services, job creation, and other economic development uses on or near
the project that will benefit future residents of the site.

Reasonable costs for administration, planning, technical assistance, and
fees and costs, as established by the HUD Choice Neighborhoods
Planning Grant Budget Guidance are eligible uses of Planning Grant
funds. These costs are limited to the costs of creating the Transformation
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Plan, as specifically approved by HUD, such as fees for architectural and
engineering work.

ARTICLE V. Program Requirements

(A)  Program Requirements. In developing the Transformation Plan, Grantees should
evaluate and incorporate the general requirements contained in Section III.C.3 of
the Choice Neighborhoods NOFA as they are applicable to their Transformation
Plan. However, the following requirements of Section III.C.3 apply specifically
to this Planning Grant Agreement:

(1) Compliance with Fair Housing Act, Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of
1964, and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973. The Grantee
must comply with the Fair Housing Act and Title VI of the Civil Rights
Act of 1964, Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, and
implementing regulations in determining the location of any replacement
housing.

2) Housing Choice Oppartunities for Returning Tenants. An approved
Transformation Plan shall demonstrate the following:

(a) that each public and/or assisted housing tenant who wishes to
return to the on-site or off-site replacement housing may return if
the tenant was lease-compliant at the time of departure from the
housing prior to relocation and continued to remain lease-
compliant during the relocation period. A returning tenant shall be
provided a preference for occupancy of on-site or off-site
replacement units before such units are made available to any other
eligible households, or the tenant may choose to retain tenant-
based voucher assistance provided under section 8(0) of the United
States Housing Act of 1937 for relocation from the properties
revitalized under this Choice Neighborhoods NOFA.

(b) that (1) the owner of a project subject to a project-based section 8
HAP contract (Owner) will secure temporary replacement housing
for displaced families; (2) the Owner will ensure that the
temporary housing is available for the entire duration of the
displacement period; and (3) the housing meets the requirements of
24 CF.R. Part 5, Subpart G (“Physical Condition Standards and
Inspection Requirements™) and 24 C.F.R. Part 200 Subpart P
(“Physical Condition of Multifamily Properties") at the beginning
of and throughout the displacement period. To satisfy this
requirement, Owners are encouraged to adopt the model and the
related procedures in Housing Handbook 4350.1 REV-1 CHG-2,
Chapter 38 (“Multifamily Emergency/Disaster Guidance™), section
38-32 C (“Section 8 Pass Through”) for the temporary relocation
of section 8-assisted families necessitated by a natural disaster or
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other emergency. Based on this model and the related procedures,
the Owner is authorized to enter into a temporary lease for a unit in
the same locale that meets the foregoing regulatory requirements
on behalf of a displaced section 8-assisted family. During this
period, the Owner may voucher for the contract rent for that unit
on a temporary basis. The Owner pays no more than the contract
rent on the temporary dwelling until the resident’s permanent
rental unit has been restored to habitable condition and the Owner
notifies the resident that they may resume occupancy of their
former unit. The resident is still responsible for the resident’s
share of the rent. Should the displaced resident fail to return, the
Owner may rent the repaired unit to an eligible section 8

applicant. Before doing so, however, the Owner must inform the
resident in writing that their assistance is terminated. In the event
that the Owner rents the unit to an eligible section 8 applicant, the
Owner must first terminate the “pass through” lease that the Owner
executed on behalf of the displaced resident. In addition, should
the temporarily displaced resident move from the temporarily
leased unit before their permanent rental unit is repaired and made
available for their return, the Owner can no longer voucher for the
temporary unit and the resident is considered permanently

housed. (See Housing Handbook 4350.1 REV-1 CHG-2, Chapter
38 (“Multifamily Emergency/Disaster Guidance™), section 38-32 C
(“Section 8 Pass Through™)).

These preferences are retained even if the resident has already received
permanent relocation benefits. This preference remains available until the
initial lease-up of the new units.

One-for-One Replacement of Public and/or Assisted Housing Units.
Grantees are expected to devise a Transformation Plan that provides for
replacing any public and/or assisted dwelling units that will be demolished
or disposed on a one-for-one basis. The Transformation Plan will be
subject to the replacement requirements of any implementation funding
received. The following are guidelines of HUD’s current policy:

(a) Number of Units. For one hundred percent of all such dwelling
units in existence, as of the date the application for the grant is
submitted, that are to be demolished or disposed, the
Transformation Plan must provide for replacement of the dwelling
unit;

(b) Number of Bedrooms. Replacement housing for demolished or
disposed properties shall reflect the number of bedrooms per unit
that are needed to adequately serve returning tenants, households
currently on the waiting list and that are needed based on other
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(d)

market data, except that in instances where the tenants of the
original properties need a different number of bedrooms than
households on the waiting list, the plan may enable displaced
tenants to exercise their opportunity under program requirement,
“Housing Choice Opportunities for Returning Tenants,” in section
III.C.3.c of the FY2012 Choice Neighborhoods NOFA using a
tenant-based voucher in the original neighborhood or other
neighborhood of the tenants’ choice.

Location.
1. Replacement housing units shall be developed:
a. -on-site and/or in the target neighborhood being
revitalized; and
b. 'within the metropolitan area up to 25 miles from the
original project site, as necessary to:
@ comply with fair housing requirements;
(1)  deconcentrate poverty; or
(iii)  redevelop onsite with appropriate densities.
2. Replacement housing outside the target neighborhood must

offer access to economic opportunities and public
transportation and be accessible to social, recreational,
educational, commercial, health facilities and services, and
other municipal services and facilities that are comparable
to those that will be provided in the target neighborhood.

3. Replacement housing outside the target neighborhood shall
be located neither in areas of minority concentration nor in
areas with a poverty rate above 40 percent. A
neighborhood of minority concentration is a Census tract or
other defined geographic area in which the percentage of
residents who are racial or ethnic minorities is at least 20
percentage points higher than the percentage of minority
residents in the MSA (or jurisdiction not in a MSA) as a
whole.

Types of Units. Replacement housing includes housing assisted
under sections 8 or 9 of the United States Housing Act of 1937 (42
U.S.C. 1437f and 42 U.S.C 1437g) (excluding tenant-based
vouchers, except as described below), section 202 of Housing Act
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(e)

of 1959 (12 U.S.C. 1701q), and section 811 of the National
Affordable Housing Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C 8013). To satisfy the
one-for-one replacement requirement, the replacement unit must
not have been receiving assistance, prior to submitting the
application, under the sections listed above in this paragraph. For
example, you cannot acquire a section 202 property that is nearby
the public or assisted housing site targeted in the application for
the purposes of deeming that replacement housing.

Tenant-based Vouchers as Replacement Housing. The following
is an exception to the hard-unit one-for-one replacement criteria
described above. HUD must provide written approval to grant this
exception. A grantee may replace up to half of the public housing
and/or assisted housing dwelling units that are demolished or
disposed of under the Transformation Plan with tenant-based
vouchers in housing markets where there is an adequate supply of
affordable rental housing in areas of low poverty. Please note that
this exception does not supersede an entity’s obligation to comply
with other one-for-one replacement requirements associated with
other funding sources (e.g. Section 104(d) of the Housing and
Community Development Act).

1. To be granted this exception to the hard-unit one-for-one
replacement criteria, the area of the Choice Neighborhoods
development must meet all three of the following criteria:

a. Be located in a county/parish with a currently and
historically soft rental housing market for low-
income renters. HUD has defined these areas as
those where the county/parish rental vacancy rates
for units affordable to low-income households were
greater than 7.3 percent in 2000 and greater than 8.7
percent in 2005-2009.

b. Be located in a Core Based Statistical Area (CBSA)
or non-CBSA County/Parish where vouchers
currently in use are primarily in lower poverty
neighborhoods. Data from PIC shows the location
of current housing choice voucher holders in the
CBSA (or county/parish outside of CBSA). To
qualify on this standard, the median neighborhood
poverty rate for a voucher holder in the CBSA (or
county/parish outside of a CBSA) must be 20
percent or less. In other words, at least 50 percent
of voucher holders must be in neighborhoods with
20 percent poverty rate or less. A Grantee may
request that this standard only be applied for the
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entity proposed to operate the voucher program as
opposed to all entities in the CBSA.

C. High voucher success rate. The Grantee will be
required to provide data to HUD that shows that the
entity that would administer the replacement
vouchers has a success rate of 80 percent or higher.
That is, a minimum of 80 percent of households
issued vouchers are successful at leasing units
within 120 days. To meet this requirement you will
need to provide a file to HUD from an entity that
shows all vouchers issued in the prior 18 months
and the outcome associated with that issuance. In
addition, you will need to provide a narrative

(preferably with data if available) on success rates
for the population comparable to the current
population of the Choice Neighborhoods target
development. For example, if the proposed Choice
'Neighborhoods development has 10 percent of its
households as families with 5 or more people, 40
percent as families with 2 to 4 people, 30 percent
non-elderly disabled, and 20 percent elderly, the
Grantee would need to discuss relative success rates
for each of these groups in their one-for-one waiver
application.

ARTICLE VI. Deliverables

The Grantee should submit draft documents to HUD during the term of the
Planning Grant. HUD may provide comments and guidance on these draft
documents, which the Grantee should use in drafting the Transformation Plan.

Outline with Content. The Grantee should provide an update to HUD
showing at a minimum the outline with some of the content that will be in
the Transformation Plan no later than 12 months after the Grant Award
Date.

Draft Transformation Plan. The Grantee should submit a draft
Transformation Plan to HUD no later than 18 months after the Grant
Award Date.

Final Draft Transformation Plan. The Grantee should submit a final draft
of the Transformation Plan to HUD no later than 21 months after the
Grant Award Date.
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(4)  Transformation Plan. The Grantee should submit a final Transformation
Plan to HUD no later than 24 months after the Grant Award Date.

ARTICLE VII. Changes to the Grantee’s Plan

(A) Changes Requiring Prior HUD Approval. If the following activities in the
application are to be modified or amended, the Grantee must request and obtain
prior written HUD approval:

1) Program Schedule. The Grantee must inform HUD immediately, in
writing, of any problems, delays or adverse conditions that will impair
materially the Grantee’s ability to comply with the Program Schedule, and
include a statement of action taken, or proposed to be taken, and any
assistance needed to resolve the situation. HUD must approve any
proposed changes to the Program Schedule that would modify any date or
time period.

2) changes in any Budget Line Item (BLI) in LOCCS and changes in any
sub-BLI that are greater than 10% of the original of the Choice
Neighborhoods Budget;

3) an extension of the period of availability of the Choice Neighborhoods
Grant funds provided under this Grant Agreement, not to go beyond the
statutory timeframes;

4 any material changes to the contract between the Grantee and the Planning
Coordinator; and

(5) any loss or replacement of committed funds which were identified for
purposes of rating and ranking the leverage section of the grant.

ARTICLE VIII. Waiver Requests

(A)  Standard for Approval. The activities to be conducted under this Grant
Agreement are subject to the terms of this Grant Agreement and the Choice
Neighborhoods Requirements. Nevertheless, HUD seeks innovative solutions
under Choice Neighborhoods to the long-standing problems associated with
neighborhoods of concentrated poverty and severely distressed public and assisted
housing, and will consider granting a waiver of specific HUD regulatory
requirements, provided that:

1) such a waiver would be consistent with applicable statutory requirements;
and
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(2)  the Grantee is able to demonstrate good cause to support HUD’s granting
of such a waiver.

Waiver Request Procedure. If the Grantee wants HUD to approve a waiver of a
HUD regulatory requirement, it must submit a written request with sufficient
information and justification to enable HUD to make a determination of good
cause for granting any such request to deviate from existing regulations. Until
such time as the Grantee requests and HUD, in its discretion, approves any such
requests in writing, the Grantee does not have authority to implement the
activities described in the Choice Neighborhoods Application to which the request
for approval applies (or for which a request for approval is needed).

ARTICLE IX. Choice Neighborhoods Budget and Funding Requests

Budget. The Grantee must ensure that funds provided under this Grant
Agreement are expended in accordance with the Choice Neighborhoods
Requirements and a Choice Neighborhoods Budget. Each Grantee must submit to
HUD for approval a Choice Neighborhoods Budget as part of the Supplemental
Submissions. The Choice Néighborhoods Budget allocates ALL Choice
Neighborhoods Grant funds jnto Budget Line Items. The Choice Neighborhoods
Budget will serve as the primary budget and may be subject to revision.

Budget Form. Each budget submitted in accordance with paragraph (A) of this
Article must be submitted on the Choice Neighborhoods Planning Grant budget
form, Parts I and II. Part I must be signed and dated by the Lead Grantee, and
Part IT must include a detailed description of the uses of the funds. Grantees
should also track their leveraged fund expenditures and maintain this information
on file should HUD request it.

Pre-Grant Agreement Execution Costs. After the execution of this Grant
Agreement, the Grantee may include in its Choice Neighborhoods Budget, and
the Lead Grantee may draw down funds for, costs that were incurred prior to
execution of this Grant Agreement, provided that such costs:

(1)  were incurred after the date of HUD’s notification letter awarding this
Choice Neighborhoods Planning Grant to the Grantee (October 11, 2012);

D are directly associated with the activities to be funded under this Choice
Neighborhoods Grant; and

2) are approved as reasonable and eligible by HUD.

Administration, Fees and Costs.
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@) Cost Controls. The Grantee will comply with HUD guidance and policies
that establish reasonable costs for administration, management
improvements, planning, technical assistance, and fees and costs.

You may not use Choice Neighborhoods Transformation Grant funds to
pay for any planning activities carried out on or before the date of the
letter announcing the award of the Choice Neighborhoods Grant (October
11, 2012).

2) Lobbying. The Grantee hereby certifies that no funds provided under this
Grant Agreement will be expended for lobbying activities, as prohibited
by Section 319 of Public Law 101-121 (which prohibits recipients of
Federal contracts, grants, and loans from using appropriated funds for
lobbying the Executive or Legislative Branches of the Federal
Government), and implemented for HUD at 24 CFR part 87, as the same
may be amended from time to time. The Grantee will disclose promptly
any commitment or expenditure of non-appropriated funds for lobbying
activities if those activities would be prohibited if paid with appropriated
funds.

All public housing agencies administering federal public housing and
Section 8 tenant-based Housing Choice Voucher (HCV) assistance
programs must submit their plans to the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development (HUD) to be eligible to receive administrative,
operating, Capital Fund Program, and Section 8 HCV assistance monies.

The HPHA 2009 — 2014 5-Year and Annual Plan as approved by the
Board on April 16, 2009, states the HPHA mission and sets out the goals
and objectives of the HPHA for the S5-year period. The FY 2013-2014
Annual Plan modifies those goals and objectives and updates the
progress in meeting them.

A public hearing on the draft PHA Plan is required under the 24 Code of
Federal Regulations, Part 903.17.

Hope VI or Mixed Finance Modernization or Development: HPHA is planning to complete a
comprehensive revitalization project pursuant to the mixed finance regulations at 24 CFR 941 Subpart
F at Kuhio Park Terrace (614 units) and Kuhio Homes (134 units). The HPHA has awarded a contract
to a private development team and completed the sale of the Kuhio Park Terrace tower assets along
with a ground lease on the underlying land. The multi-phased revitalization effort will continue from
the first phase (tower redevelopment) through several subsequent phases which will involve the
construction new senior mid-rise buildings and demolition and replacement of structures within Kuhio
Homes. The community will be transformed from 748 low income public housing units to a new
mixed income community consisting of 1,024 housing units, including Low Income Housing Tax
Credit (LIHTC) funded, project-based voucher supported, public housing, and private market rate
rentals. The community will also include revamped social services spaces and partnerships with a
variety of service providers.

The remaining public housing units will be filled from a site-based waiting list established and
managed by the new private property manager. They will be subject to an Admissions and Continued
Occupancy Policy developed by the new private manager, subject to a Regulatory & Operating
Agreement the HPHA.

Demolition and/or Disposition:

1. Lanakila Homes, Big Island: HPHA had previously received approval to demolish a number
of buildings at Lanakila Homes. Subsequently it was determined that rehabilitation of 3 of
those buildings would be more appropriate, and approval to rescind demolition of 6 units was
granted by HUD. On February 19, 2009 the HPHA Board of Directors authorized HPHA to
pursue a plan to utilize volunteer organizations to renovate the 6 units and return them to
service.

2. Waimanalo Homes, Oahu: The Department of Hawaiian Home Lands (DHHL) requested a
no-cost six-feet wide sewer easement along the property line of Lot 146, in order to connect a
new DHHL subdivision to the existing city sewer system. There is no adverse impact on
HPHA, the property or its residents. No units are taken from service, no tenants displaced.
Tenants will be informed of the planned easement.

3. No additional demolition requests are planned at this time. HPHA may consider demolition of
a limited number of units should circumstances require. Such action would only occur in
consultation and with the approval of Department of Housing and Urban Development.

Conversion of Public Housing: None planned for this time period.

The following items are additions and changes to the PHA Plan:
1. Controlled Substances Policies: The HPHA adopted proposed Hawaii Administrative Rule (HAR) revisions
to prohibit smoking in public housing. After final adoption of these amendments, the HPHA will provide

tenants with revised leases or lease addenda outlining enforcement strategies for the new smoking
prohibition.

2. Housing Choice Voucher Administrative Plan: The HPHA is amending the Section 8 Administrative Plan to
eliminate current preferences from eligibility screening. The HPHA will select applicants off the waitlist in
the order of date and time of application.

3. Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) Policy: The HPHA is adopting a final VAWA Policy, which will
replace the interim policy that has been in place. See VAWA Activities policy (separate document).

4. In order to facilitate the improvement, modernization, development, or maintenance of public housing, the
HPHA may incorporate an affiliate entity or instrumentality entity, as prescribed by relevant Federal
regulations and state law.

5. Asset Management: In order to improve daily property management and maintenance operations, the HPHA
may create additional asset management projects, or developments.

6. Long Range Planning: The HPHA will begin the development of the PHA 5-Year and Annual Plan for
Fiscal Years 2014-2019. The HPHA Staff will investigate, review, and update other U.S. Department of
Housing & Urban Development-required or -recommended long and short range planning documents.

7. HAR Revisions: The Board adopted revisions to 17-2020, HAR, and 17-2028, HAR, at its September
monthly meeting which will result in future lease and ACOP changes. Interested parties are encouraged to
check the HPHA’s website for public hearing announcements and testimony submission options regarding
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proposed HAR Amendments. Notable changes include the implementation of a minimum rent, waiting list
policy revisions, and implementation of video-conferencing technology for eviction hearings.

8. Eviction procedures: The HPHA plans to pursue law or policy changes pertaining to the streamlining of
eviction procedures for evictions based on criminal activity, consistent with the due process protections
required under federal regulations.

9. ACOP Revisions: None currently planned at this time. As Board-adopted HAR revisions take effect, ACOP
revisions will be proposed and developed in consultation with the Resident Advisory Board.

10. PHAS Scoring Improvements: The HPHA plans to revise program policies and practices to maximize on the
scoring factors used by the U.S. Department of Housing & Urban Development to assign Public Housing
Assessment System (PHAS) scores. Areas of focus include tenant account receivables, physical inspection
results, and rent revenues. Identification and improvement of vacant units will be prioritized behind health
and safety issues.

11. Capital Improvements: The HPHA may leverage State-funded capital funds to improve or modernize
Federal public housing statewide. The HPHA may participate in experimental programs to leverage Federal
funds, such as the Rental Assistance Demonstration program. See also Section 8.0, infra.

12. The HPHA will seek state and federal funds to redevelop Mayor Wright Homes, including low-income
housing tax credits, rental housing trust funds, dwelling unit revolving funds, Choice Neighborhoods
Initiative grant funds, Promise Neighborhood grant funds, Sustainable Community funds, Capital Fund
Financing Program, Replacement Housing Factor funding, Asset Repositioning fees, and any other federal,
state, or local source, including issuance of PHA bonds pursuant to Chapter 356D, Hawaii Revised Statutes.

e Kuhio Park Terrace Redevelopment

HPHA will progress through the approved redevelopment plan for the community, which involves the
construction of new mid-rise dwelling structures for elderly public housing tenants, the rehabilitation of Kuhio
Homes, and the inclusion of mixed uses pursuant to Act 90, SLH 2011. HPHA was awarded a $300,000 Choice
Neighborhoods Initiative (CNI) Planning grant for the work, and will use funds to seek a CNI Implementation
grant to invest into realizing the developed Transformation Plan.

¢ Mixed Finance Redevelopment

HPHA will evaluate and identify additional properties in its portfolio that have potential for public-private,
mixed finance, mixed income redevelopment. The agency will consider existing land uses and long-range plans,
and engage in consultation with community stakeholders to better utilize available properties and improve tenant
living conditions. Alternative sources of funding, including but not limited to tax credits, bonds, public
agencies, private interests, and the non-profit sector may be sought in order to leverage federal and state funds.
Investments have been made in technology and staff training to provide accurate and informative data in the
decision making process.

e Homeownership Programs:
1. Waimanalo Homes (HI10P001025) approved 1/10/2000; 28 units affected. Only 9 residents
qualified to purchase units, and the period for application is closed. HPHA will investigate the
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possibility of reopening this program and committing Section 8 vouchers through SHOP.

2. HPHA will research opportunities to increase home ownership for residents of public housing.
Programs in other jurisdictions are being reviewed and HPHA plans to hold informational sessions
with residents and the community in general.

¢  Project-based Vouchers.

1. HPHA plans to evaluate the property inventory for potential sites that might benefit from the use of
project-based vouchers in addition to the properties listed below. The agency will also evaluate
potential application for participation in the new HUD Rental Assistance Demonstration program.

2. 150 Project-based vouchers will be part of the Kuhio Park Terrace Towers redevelopment. (HPHA is
seeking an additional 17 replacement housing vouchers for public housing units that will be temporarily
removed from inventory while the towers are redeveloped. Those units will be restored in future phases
when the Kuhio Homes site is redeveloped.)

3. 305 units at Palolo Homes I and II. The Palolo Homes I and II site-based waiting list shall be closed by
the Section § Branch upon approval of this plan in order to better serve the current families in the
program and reduce application processing costs. The list may be reopened at a later date upon notice
by the HPHA.

4. Consistent with the HPHAs efforts to sustain and increase the availability of decent, safe, and
affordable housing, HPHA plans to continue its utilization of rent subsidy vouchers through the Federal
Project-Based Certificate/Voucher Program. The HPHA will earmark up to the maximum allowable
vouchers as specified in 24 CFR 983 and will utilize project basing on the counties of Oahu, Kauai,
Maui, and Hawaii in accordance with program guidelines and objectives.

5. To maximize utilization and to encourage tenant development, HPHA applied for and received HUD
approval on August 8, 2001 to exceed the 25 percent cap for dwelling units in any building to be
assisted under a housing assistance payment (HAP) by requiring owners to offer supportive services.
To minimize the loss of existing housing inventories, HPHA applied for and received HUD approval on
October 4, 2001 to attach Project Based Assistance to State-owned public housing projects in areas,
which exceed the 20 percent poverty rate limitation.

8.0

Capital Improvements:

HPHA is focusing capital improvements funding on protecting residents and the physical housing assets. In addition
to the annual federal Capital Funding Program (CFP) grant, we are seeking state Capital Improvements Program
(CIP) funds from the State Legislature in order to make needed repairs and modernize existing housing stock. In
planning the use of funds, priority is being given to those needs that protect the health and safety of residents, such as
ADA modifications, hot water systems and repairing sidewalks; and those that prevent further deterioration of
housing, such as roof and spalling repairs, termite treatment and repairs, and other site repairs.

Further, due to recent changes in PHAS Scoring factors, priority is also given to capital projects that restore
previously vacant, unihabitable units to rentable status. Due to the unpredictability of such capital projects, such as
locations of such units and cause of uninhabitability, the HPHA will be unable to maintain complete advance plans
regarding these projects. This will result in slight modifications to the Capital Fund Program Five-Year Action Plan
and the Capital Fund Program Annual State/Performance and Evaluation Reports; any such deviation shall not be
considered by the HPHA to be a Substantial Deviation or Significant Amendment/Modification necessitating
amendment of the HUD Approved PHA 5-Year and Annual Plan unless the amount of funds being required exceeds
$10 Million, comprises more than 15% of a developments ACC unit count, or requires the relocation of more than
two neighboring occupied units in accordance with the HPHA’s definition section in 10.0 infra.

For the Capital Fund Program Five-Year Action Plan and the Capital Fund Program Annual State/Performance and
Evaluation Reports, where work is not specifically budgeted, monetary placeholders will be provided in lieu of

Strategy for Addressing Housing Needs.

Mixed finance public-private partnership redevelopment

Rent revenue, operating and capital funding from federal and state sources are not sufficient to maintain and
modernize Hawaii’s public housing. In order to bring additional capital into the system, HPHA is bringing
in private developers as partners, which allows the housing authority to maintain public housing while
turning over renovations and operation to the private company. The private developer is required to
maintain the same number of public housing units, while adding other types of housing. The result is a
mixed income community with all levels of housing types. This mixed-finance, public-private partnership
model is being used to redevelop Kuhio Park Terrace. Through the KPT project, HPHA has learned how to
successfully redevelop distressed properties with a private sector partner, and plans to apply this model to
other HPHA properties.

Grant Funds

There are a variety of Federal and State grant programs that can be utilized to make program and capital
improvements. HPHA will seek resident services and self- sufficiency program funds, community
investment grants, Choice Neighorhoods Initiative Planning & Implementation grants, energy improvement,
and capital improvement grants, to name a few. Staff will also investigate the potential for the agency to
participate in the Rental Assistance Demonstration program.

Personnel

Much of the workforce of the HPHA has turned over in recent years. The agency is evaluating its
organizational structure, and concentrating on hiring new staff and providing extensive, up-to-date training
to ensure the best services to our tenants.

The following items are additions and changes to the PHA Plan:

1. Controlled Substances Policies;: The HPHA adopted proposed Hawaii Administrative Rule (HAR) revisions
to prohibit smoking in public housing. After final adoption of these amendments, the HPHA will provide
tenants with revised leases or lease addenda outlining enforcement strategies for the new smoking
prohibition.

2. Housing Choice Voucher Administrative Plan: The HPHA is amending the Section 8 Administrative Plan to
eliminate current preferences from eligibility screening. The HPHA will select applicants off the waitlist in
the order of date and time of application.

3. Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) Policy: The HPHA is adopting a final VAWA Policy, which will
replace the interim policy that has been in place. See VAWA Activities policy (separate document).

4. In order to facilitate the improvement, modernization, development, or maintenance of public housing, the
HPHA may incorporate an affiliate entity or instrumentality entity, as prescribed by relevant Federal
regulations and state law.

5. Asset Management: In order to improve daily property management and maintenance operations, the HPHA
may create additional asset management projects, or developments.

6. Long Range Planning: The HPHA will begin the development of the PHA 5-Year and Annual Plan for
Fiscal Years 2014-2019. The HPHA Staff will investigate, review, and update other U.S. Department of
Housing & Urban Development-required or -recommended long and short range planning documents.

7. HAR Revisions: The Board adopted revisions to 17-2020, HAR, and 17-2028, HAR, at its September
monthly meeting which will result in future lease and ACOP changes. Interested parties are encouraged to
check the HPHA’s website for public hearing announcements and testimony submission options regarding

proposed HAR Amendments. Notable changes include the implementation of a minimum rent, waiting list
policy revisions, and implementation of video-conferencing technology for eviction hearings.

Eviction procedures: The HPHA plans to pursue law or policy changes pertaining to the streamlining of
eviction procedures for evictions based on criminal activity, consistent with the due process protections
required under federal regulations.

ACOP Revisions: None currently planned at this time. As Board-adopted HAR revisions take effect, ACOP
revisions will be proposed and developed in consultation with the Resident Advisory Board.

PHAS Scoring Improvements: The HPHA plans to revise program policies and practices to maximize on the
scoring factors used by the U.S. Department of Housing & Urban Development to assign Public Housing
Assessment System (PHAS) scores. Areas of focus include tenant account receivables, physical inspection
results, and rent revenues. Identification and improvement of vacant units will be prioritized behind health
and safety issues.

Capital Improvements: The HPHA may leverage State-funded capital funds to improve or modernize
Federal public housing statewide. The HPHA may participate in experimental programs to leverage Federal
funds, such as the Rental Assistance Demonstration program. See also Section 8.0, infra.

The HPHA will seek state and federal funds to redevelop Mayor Wright Homes, including low-income
housing tax credits, rental housing trust funds, dwelling unit revolving funds, Choice Neighborhoods
Initiative grant funds, Promise Neighborhood grant funds, Sustainable Community funds, Capital Fund
Financing Program, Replacement Housing Factor funding, Asset Repositioning fees, and any other federal,
state, or local source, including issuance of PHA bonds pursuant to Chapter 356D, Hawaii Revised Statutes.

¢ Kuhio Park Terrace Redevelopment

HPHA will progress through the approved redevelopment plan for the community, which involves the
construction of new mid-rise dwelling structures for elderly public housing tenants, the rehabilitation of Kuhio
Homes, and the inclusion of mixed uses pursuant to Act 90, SLH 2011. HPHA was awarded a $300,000 Choice
Neighborhoods Initiative (CNI) Planning grant for the work, and will use funds to seek a CNI Implementation
grant to invest into realizing the developed Transformation Plan.

e Mixed Finance Redevelopment

HPHA will evaluate and identify additional properties in its portfolio that have potential for public-private,
mixed finance, mixed income redevelopment. The agency will consider existing land uses and long-range plans,
and engage in consultation with community stakeholders to better utilize available properties and improve tenant
living conditions. Alternative sources of funding, including but not limited to tax credits, bonds, public
agencies, private interests, and the non-profit sector may be sought in order to leverage federal and state funds.
Investments have been made in technology and staff training to provide accurate and informative data in the
decision making process.

e Homeownership Programs:
1. Waimanalo Homes (HI10P001025) approved 1/10/2000; 28 units affected. Only 9 residents
qualified to purchase units, and the period for application is closed. HPHA will investigate the
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possibility of reopening this program and committing Section 8 vouchers through SHOP.

2. HPHA will research opportunities to increase home ownership for residents of public housing.
Programs in other jurisdictions are being reviewed and HPHA plans to hold informational sessions
with residents and the community in general.

e Project-based Vouchers.

1. HPHA plans to evaluate the property inventory for potential sites that might benefit from the use of
project-based vouchers in addition to the properties listed below. The agency will also evaluate
potential application for participation in the new HUD Rental Assistance Demonstration program.

2. 150 Project-based vouchers will be part of the Kuhio Park Terrace Towers redevelopment. (HPHA is
seeking an additional 17 replacement housing vouchers for public housing units that will be temporarily
removed from inventory while the towers are redeveloped. Those units will be restored in future phases
when the Kuhio Homes site is redeveloped.)

3. 305 units at Palolo Homes I and II. The Palolo Homes I and II site-based waiting list shall be closed by
the Section 8 Branch upon approval of this plan in order to better serve the current families in the
program and reduce application processing costs. The list may be reopened at a later date upon notice
by the HPHA.

4. Consistent with the HPHA's efforts to sustain and increase the availability of decent, safe, and
affordable housing, HPHA plans to continue its utilization of rent subsidy vouchers through the Federal
Project-Based Certificate/Voucher Program. The HPHA will earmark up to the maximum allowable
vouchers as specified in 24 CFR 983 and will utilize project basing on the counties of Oahu, Kauai,
Maui, and Hawaii in accordance with program guidelines and objectives.

5. To maximize utilization and to encourage tenant development, HPHA applied for and received HUD
approval on August 8, 2001 to exceed the 25 percent cap for dwelling units in any building to be
assisted under a housing assistance payment (HAP) by requiring owners to offer supportive services.
To minimize the loss of existing housing inventories, HPHA applied for and received HUD approval on
October 4, 2001 to attach Project Based Assistance to State-owned public housing projects in areas,
which exceed the 20 percent poverty rate limitation.

8.0

Capital Improvements:

HPHA is focusing capital improvements funding on protecting residents and the physical housing assets. In addition
to the annual federal Capital Funding Program (CFP) grant, we are seeking state Capital Improvements Program
(CIP) funds from the State Legislature in order to make needed repairs and modernize existing housing stock. In
planning the use of funds, priority is being given to those needs that protect the health and safety of residents, such as
ADA modifications, hot water systems and repairing sidewalks; and those that prevent further deterioration of
housing, such as roof and spalling repairs, termite treatment and repairs, and other site repairs.

Further, due to recent changes in PHAS Scoring factors, priority is also given to capital projects that restore
previously vacant, unihabitable units to rentable status. Due to the unpredictability of such capital projects, such as
locations of such units and cause of uninhabitability, the HPHA will be unable to maintain complete advance plans
regarding these projects. This will result in slight modifications to the Capital Fund Program Five-Year Action Plan
and the Capital Fund Program Annual State/Performance and Evaluation Reports; any such deviation shall not be
considered by the HPHA to be a Substantial Deviation or Significant Amendment/Modification necessitating
amendment of the HUD Approved PHA 5-Year and Annual Plan unless the amount of funds being required exceeds
$10 Million, comprises more than 15% of a developments ACC unit count, or requires the relocation of more than
two neighboring occupied units in accordance with the HPHA’s definition section in 10.0 infra.

For the Capital Fund Program Five-Year Action Plan and the Capital Fund Program Annual State/Performance and
Evaluation Reports, where work is not specifically budgeted, monetary placeholders will be provided in lieu of
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specific development language, subject to Section 10.0 infra.

Strategy for Addressing Housing Needs.

Mixed finance public-private partnership redevelopment

Rent revenue, operating and capital funding from federal and state sources are not sufficient to maintain and
modernize Hawaii’s public housing. In order to bring additional capital into the system, HPHA is bringing
in private developers as partners, which allows the housing authority to maintain public housing while
turning over renovations and operation to the private company. The private developer is required to
maintain the same number of public housing units, while adding other types of housing. The result is a
mixed income community with all levels of housing types. This mixed-finance, public-private partnership
model is being used to redevelop Kuhio Park Terrace. Through the KPT project, HPHA has learned how to
successfully redevelop distressed properties with a private sector partner, and plans to apply this model to
other HPHA properties.

Grant Funds

There are a variety of Federal and State grant programs that can be utilized to make program and capital
improvements. HPHA will seek resident services and self- sufficiency program funds, community
investment grants, Choice Neighorhoods Initiative Planning & Implementation grants, energy improvement,
and capital improvement grants, to name a few. Staff will also investigate the potential for the agency to
participate in the Rental Assistance Demonstration program.

Personnel

Much of the workforce of the HPHA has turned over in recent years. The agency is evaluating its
organizational structure, and concentrating on hiring new staff and providing extensive, up-to-date training
to ensure the best services to our tenants.

(a) Progress in Meeting Mission and Goals:

Elderly designation: HPHA wants to designate 3 elderly high rise buildings as elderly only. We are in the
process of obtaining funds to hire a consultant to do the studies and processes necessary to obtain HUD
approval.

Resident Self-Sufficiency: vacant positions in the Property Management Branch are being filled to assist
with access to resident services and case management.

Self-Sufficiency Programs: HPHA is adding two positions to the Resident Services section to coordinate
additional self-sufficiency services for residents.

Asset Management: HPHA has a HUD Technical Assistance consultant team reviewing the current AMP
structure. When their report is final we will make AMP structure changes based on the findings.

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DECONCENTRATION POLICY
ACOP, Chapter 4, Section J

It is the intent of the PHA to promote adequate and affordable housing, economic
opportunity and a suitable living environment free of discrimination. Tenant selection
and assignment for federal public housing shall be made without regard to race, color,
religion, ancestry/national origin, sex familial status, physical or mental disability, marital
status age, or HIV infection. To improve community quality of life and economic
vitality, the PHA will implement measures to provide for deconcentration of poverty and
income-mixing. The PHA will bring higher income tenants into lower income
developments and lower income tenants into higher income developments. Additionally,
the PHA will support measures to raise the income of households that currently reside in
federal public housing. All measures and incentives that are undertaken to accomplish
deconcentration and income-mixing will be uniformly applied.

The PHA's admission policy is designed to provide for deconcentration of poverty and
income-mixing by bringing higher income tenants into lower income projects and lower
income tenants into higher income projects.

Gross annual income is used for income limits at admission and for income-mixing
purposes.

Skipping of a family on the waiting list specifically to reach another family with a lower
or higher income is not to be considered an adverse action to the family. Such skipping
will be uniformly applied until the target threshold is met.

The PHA will gather data and analyze, at least annually, the tenant characteristics of its
public housing stock, including information regarding tenant incomes, to assist in the
PHA's deconcentration efforts.

The PHA will use the gathered tenant incomes information in its assessment of its public
housing developments to determine the appropriate designation to be assigned to the
project for the purpose of assisting the PHA in its deconcentration goals.

If the PHA's annual review of tenant incomes indicates that there has been a significant
change in the tenant income characteristics of a particular project, the PHA will evaluate
the changes to determine whether, based on the PHA methodology of choice, the project
needs to be redesignated as a higher or lower income project or whether the PHA has met
the deconcentration goals and the project needs no particular designation.

Deconcentration and Income-Mixing Goals

Admission policies related to the deconcentration efforts of the PHA do not impose
specific quotas. Therefore, the PHA will not set specific quotas, but will strive to achieve
deconcentration and income-mixing in its developments.

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The PHA's income-mixing goal is a long-range goal and may not be achieved in the first
year of implementation. The PHA will use its annual analysis of its public housing stock
and tenant incomes to provide benchmarks for the PHA.

The PHA will add additional sites to its deconcentration goals each year until it has met
its desired goal for all of its developments.

Project Designation Methodology

The PHA will determine and compare tenant incomes at the developments listed in this
Chapter.

Upon analyzing its findings the PHA will apply the policies, measures and incentives
listed in this Chapter to bring higher income families into lower income developments
and lower income families into higher income developments.

The PHA's goal is to have eligible families having higher incomes occupy dwelling units
in projects predominantly occupied by eligible families having lower incomes, and
eligible families having lower incomes occupy dwelling units in projects predominantly
occupied by eligible families having higher incomes.

Families having lower incomes include very low- and extremely low-income families.

When selecting applicant families and assigning transfers for a designated project the
PHA will determine whether the selection of the family will contribute to the PHA's
deconcentration goals.

The PHA will not select families for a particular project if the selection will have a
negative effect on the PHA's deconcentration goals. However, if there are insufficient
families on the waiting list or transfer list, under no circumstances will a unit remain
vacant longer than necessary.

(D) Skip a family on the waiting list to reach another family in an effort to further
the goals of the PHA's deconcentration policy,

Annual Plan process, to be responsive to the local context and the PHA's strategic
objectives.

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PETS POLICY
ACOP, Chapter 10

The HPHA Board of Directors has adopted a Pets Policy. Staff is currently developing
proposed revisions to the Pets Policy for adoption by the HPHA Board of Directors, in
accordance with the tenant notice provisions of 24 CFR 5.353, which may include the
following substantive changes:

- Limit tenants to one pet, regardless of the category of animal.

— Decrease maximum size limitation for a dog or cat from 25 lbs to 21 lbs at
adulthood.

- Not allow certain breeds of animals as a pet.
- Update the types of required vaccinations.

- Decrease maximum capacity limitation of aquariums that may be kept from 25
gallons to 5 gallons.

— Require the removal of any pet offspring from the premises within a certain
time after birth. For dogs or puppies, removal will be required by 8 weeks after
birth. For cats or kittens, removal will be required by 12 weeks after birth. For
all other animals, removal will be required by 6 weeks after birth.

— Provide that the presence of offspring of an approved pet is conclusive evidence
of violation of the requirement to have a pet spayed or neutered. Thereafter,
this requirement will be immediately enforced.

- Clarify that tenants may only pet-sit for pets that are approved by the HPHA as
a pet and have obtained an HPHA pet permit. Pets that are not approved by
the HPHA or do not have an HPHA pet permit shall not be brought onto
property, either by a tenant or by a tenant’s guest. This is to ensure the health
and safety of the residents and their approved pets.

- Clarify that the Pet Policy does not apply to approved assistance animals, and
that owners of approved assistance animals must follow reasonable conditions

of owning an assistance animal.

- Clarify that violation of a reasonable condition of owning an assistance animal,
including causing physical injury or property damage, is grounds for rescission
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of approval of assistance animal, removal of assistance animals from premises,
and for termination of tenancy or eviction.

Any non-substantive changes will not be considered a substantial deviation from the PHA
plan and will be adopted by the HPHA Board of Directors, not through the PHA Plan
process.

PET POLICY

A. Tenants of federal public housing under Section 31 of the United States Housing Act of
1937 may own and keep common household pets, if the resident maintains each pet
responsibly, in accordance with applicable State and local public health, animal control
and animal anti-cruelty laws and regulations, and policies established in the Public
Housing Agency Plan, in certain designated projects/apartments owned and/or operated
by the PHA. The PHA shall bear full responsibility of enforcing the pet policy, including
but not limited to providing any notification to a pet owner, removal of the pet or
termination of the Tenant’s tenancy or both.

B. Each housing project having pets shall have the resident association and/or a project pet
committee, which will consist of both residents who own a pet and those who do not own
a pet, to participate in a pet monitoring program. The association or pet committee will
assist the project management in monitoring the pet policy in their respective projects.
Any violation of the pet policy and/or sighting of any stray animals within the boundaries
of the housing project will be immediately reported to the housing project management
staff.

C. A Tenant may have multiple animals, but not in the same category (i.e., only one dog or
cat, a bird (one small or medium sized bird or two small birds — parakeet size), and an
aquarium).

D. Definition: "Pets" mean the following domesticated, common household animals, and no
others: cats, dogs, birds, fish. Only one four-legged furry, warm bodied pet per household
will be permitted. The weight of a dog or cat shall not exceed 25 pounds (adult size).
One small or medium sized bird or two small birds (parakeet size) may be kept. Only one
aquarium, which shall not exceed 25 gallons, may be kept. Dogs and cats must be spayed
or neutered. This definition does not include animals that are used to assist the
handicapped.

E. Application. Prior to housing any pet on premises owned and/or operated by the PHA, a

tenant shall apply to the PHA for a permit to do so. The application must be
accompanied by the following:
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1. A full pet deposit of $75.00 (per household) or an amount equal to Total Tenant
Payment, whichever is lower. This deposit is refundable within 14 days after the
Tenant disposes of the pet or vacates and if PHA verifies that there are no expenses
directly attributable to the presence of the pet. However, for expenses exceeding the
deposited amount, the household shall be responsible to reimburse the PHA for those
costs. In addition to the pet deposit, each tenant owning a dog or cat will be charged a
non-refundable fee of $5.00 per month (per household). This non-refundable pet fee
will cover reasonable operating costs expended by the PHA associated to the
maintenance of the housing project’s common use areas relating to the presence of
pets. The pet fee will be included as a separate item on tenant’s monthly housing
rental bill.

2. A current dog license issued by the appropriate authority.

3. Signed veterinarians’ statement verifying that the animal is in good health, has no
communicable diseases or pests, and, in the case of cats and dogs, is spayed or
neutered.

4. Evidence that the pet has received all current inoculations or boosters including
parvovirus, distemper, hepatitus, leptospirosis, feline distemper, rhino tracheitis,
calcivirus, and pneumonitis must be provided.

5. A signed affidavit from an alternate custodian who will take temporary custody of the
pet from the premises for period of time not to exceed 10 days when the Tenant is to
be away overnight or longer and will assume all the responsibilities of the pet owner
in caring for the pet. In addition, the alternate custodian must be available to take
temporary custody of the pet from the premises within twelve hours after any
emergency causing the owner not to be able to care for the animal.

6. A signed statement from the Tenant acknowledging that he/she has received and read
the Pet Rules and agrees to comply with them and accept any and all financial and
personal liability associated with the personal pet ownership in the housing project.

7. PHA may request a letter of reference on the pet from a previous landlord.

8. If the pet is a dog or cat, the Management, resident association, and/or pet committee
must interview the owner and pet.

9. A color picture of the pet, except for fish, must be provided both at the time of

application and when the pet reaches adult size.

F. Approval of Pet Application. Once all of the applicable conditions for application for pet
ownership permit have been met, PHA shall make a decision on the resident’s application
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within five working days. If approved, the resident will be informed in writing and an
anniversary date (Month and Day Only) will be established for purposes of the annual
update of the pet ownership permit. It is the responsibility of the resident to re-validate
the pet ownership permit within 30 days after the anniversary date. Failure to re-validate
the pet ownership permit shall result in the removal of the pet or termination of the
Tenant’s tenancy or both.

G. Refusal of Pet Application. PHA may refuse, subject to PHA's grievance procedure, to
approve a pet application due to the following reasons:

1. The animal does not meet the definition of pet.

2. Tenant fails to provide complete application information required by the Pet
Ownership Policy.

3. Management determines that the Tenant will not be able to keep the pet in compliance
with the Pet Rules and other Rental Agreement obligations, including such factors as
pet's temperament and size and tenant's habits and practices.

H. Revoking Pet Ownership. Maintaining a pet in a facility owned and/or operated by PHA
shall be subject to the rules set forth herein. The Tenant’s pet ownership may be revoked
at any time, subject to PHA's Grievance Procedure, due to any of the following reasons:

1. Management determines that the pet is not properly cared for.

2. The pet presents a threat to the safety and security of other tenants, PHA employees,
contractors and others on the premises.

3. The pet is destructive or causes an infestation.

4. The pet disturbs other tenants for reasons including but not limited to noise, odor,
cleanliness, sanitation, and allergic reactions.

5. Tenant fails to re-validate the pet ownership permit as required in the Pet Ownership
Policy.

6. Tenant fails to pay the monthly non-refundable pet fee on a timely basis.
7. Written recommendation from the Resident Association and/or Project Pet
Committee to revoke a tenant pet ownership due to a demonstrated lack of

cooperation and responsibility in maintaining a pet.

I. All tenants allowed to keep a pet shall comply with the following rules:
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1. Inthe case of dogs, proof that the pet is currently licensed must be provided annually.

2. Evidence that the pet has received all current inoculations or boosters including
parvovirus, distemper, hepatitus, leptospirosis, feline distemper, rhino tracheitis,
calcivirus, and pneumonitis must be provided to the HCDCH annually.

3. A signed affidavit from the alternate custodian must be provided to the PHA annually
that the alternate custodian is willing to take temporary custody of the pet when the
Tenant is unable to care for it for a period of time not to exceed 10 days.

4. No pet may be kept in violation of state law, or local ordinances with respect to
humane treatment or health.

5. If pets are left unattended for a period of twenty-four (24) hours or longer, the
Management may enter the dwelling unit to remove the pet. The Management will
transfer the pet to the proper authorities, subject to the provisions of Hawaii State law

and pertinent local ordinances. PHA accepts no responsibility for the animal under
such circumstances.

6. No animal shall be kept, raised, or bred for any commercial purpose.

7. Dogs and cats must wear identification tags specifying resident's name and apartment
number.

8. All pets shall remain inside the Tenant’s dwelling unit. No animal shall be permitted
in laundromats, hallways, community rooms, public restrooms, or other designated
common areas unless to allow for ingress and egress to the building. Pets must be
carried at all times while in elevator.

9. When taken outside the unit, dogs and cats must be kept on a leash, no longer than six
(6) feet, controlled by a responsible individual.

10. No animal may be leashed to any stationary object outside the Tenant' s apartment.
11. Birds must be confined to a cage at all times.

12. Vicious and/or intimidating dogs or animals with a past history of attack or aggressive
behavior towards other animals or people will not be allowed.

13. Cats must be declawed.
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14. Tenants shall not permit their pet to disturb, interfere, or diminish the peaceful
enjoyment of other tenants. The terms "disturb", "interfere", and "diminish" shall
include but not be limited to barking, howling, chirping, biting, scratching, and other
like activities.

15. Tenants must provide litter boxes, which must be kept in the dwelling unit for cat
waste. Tenants shall not permit refuse from litter boxes to accumulate nor to become
unsightly or unsanitary. Litter shall be changed not less than once a week and placed
in a plastic bag, properly disposed of by being placed in a trash container outside of
the building, and at no time washed dewn any drains or flushed down any toilets. Pet
waste may not be put down the garbage chutes.

16. Tenants shall take adequate precautions and measures necessary to eliminate pet
odors within or around the unit and shall maintain the unit in a sanitary condition at
all times.

17. Tenants are responsible for cleaning up pet waste from their pet both inside and
outside the dwelling unit and on facility grounds. Waste must be disposed of by
being placed in a sealed plastic bag and then placed in a trash container outside of the
building. At no time is pet waste washed down any drains or flushed down any
toilets. Pet waste may not be put down the garbage chutes.

18. PHA may designate areas on the project grounds for pet exercise and deposit of waste
or may prohibit the entire grounds from being used for pet exercise and deposit of
waste. PHA shall provide adequate written notification to Tenant in event of any
designation or prohibition.

19. Tenants shall not alter their dwelling unit, patio, or unit area in order to create an
enclosure for any pet. No doghouses, animal runs, etc. will be permitted.

20. Tenants are responsible for all damages caused by their pets including the cost of
professional cleaning of carpets and/or fumigation of units.

21. PHA may designate areas within a project, building, floor, or section of building,
where pet owners must live and may direct such moves as may be necessary to
establish such areas. The areas may be adjusted and PHA may direct such additional
moves as may be necessary to meet changing needs. PHA shall provide adequate
written notification to tenant should any designation be made. Tenant agrees to
comply with PHA's request to move pursuant to this paragraph.

22. Tenants are prohibited from feeding or harboring stray animals. The feeding of stray
animals shall constitute having a pet without the written permission of PHA.

¢
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23. Guests may not bring pets (any type) onto the premises. No pet sitting will be
allowed except as allowed in paragraph E.5 (Alternate Custodian).

J. Animals That Assist the Disabled.

1. This Pet Policy does not apply to animals that are used to assist the disabled
(assistance animals). However, a disabled tenant whose pets are not approved as an
assistance animal must still comply with this pet policy.

2. To determine that an animal is excluded from this Pet Policy, a tenant must request
and receive approval for an assistance animal. If the tenant's disability is not obvious
or readily known, the tenant must provide a written certification from a reliable third
party, such as a physician, on a form provided by the HPHA verifying that the
individual has a qualifying disability and the need for the assistance animal.

3. The request may be denied if the use of a particular assistance animal poses a direct
threat to the health or safety of others or results in actual damage to the property,
unless the damage can be eliminated or substantially reduced.

4. Disabled tenants who are approved for an assistance animal must still comply with
the provisions of the rental agreement and may be subject to reasonable conditions. If
any of these reasonable conditions are breached or any provision of the rental
agreement is violated, or if an approved assistance animal causes bodily injury or
property damage, the approval may be rescinded and the tenant requested to remove
the assistance animal within 24 hours of notice.

K. Violation of these rules may be grounds for removal of the pet or termination of the

Tenant's tenancy or both. Termination will be in accordance with procedures set forth in
the Rental Agreement and State law.
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VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN ACT (VAWA) ACTIVITIES

The Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) requires PHAs to describe any goals,
objectives, policies or programs that enable the PHA to serve the needs of child and adult
victims of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault or stalking,

The HPHA supports the goals and objectives of VAWA and will comply with its
requirements. The HPHA is currently working to implement policies to the Public
Housing Program as required by VAWA. A review of policies and procedures will be
conducted to ensure that all requirements are met or exceeded.

Recognizing the seriousness, HPHA has in place a Preference designation in its
Admission Policy for victims of domestic violence. The HPHA has completed the
following in its efforts to support and comply with VAWA provisions:

* The Section 8 Administrative Plan has been updated to reflect HPHA policy on the
prohibition against denial of assistance to victims of domestic violence, dating violence,
and stalking as required by VAWA.

* The fair housing policy in the HPHA Admissions and Continued Occupancy Policy for
the Federally Assisted Public Housing Program has also been updated to reflect
compliance with the provisions of VAWA.

*Established a list of domestic violence service providers statewide to provide
referrals to aid applicant or resident victims.

* Information regarding the VAWA is given to all HPHA public housing residents at
annual recertification and residents are required to sign a lease addendum acknowledging
the VAWA protections. This notice and lease addendum are also available in Cantonese,
Chuukese, Ilocano, Korean, Samoan, and Tagalog.

* Information regarding the VAWA is also distributed to Section 8 tenants. New Section
8 leases also require the HUD Tenancy Addendum which include provisions relating to
VAWA.

* Property management staff were given a refresher session on the protections of VAWA
in 2012.

The HPHA'’s Board of Directors has adopted an interim VAWA Policy. Staff is
currently developing a final policy for adoption pending reauthorization of VAWA.
Non-substantive changes are not considered a substantial deviation to the PHA
plan, and will be adopted by the HPHA Board of Directors, and not through the
PHA Plan process.
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VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN ACT of 2005 (VAWA)
IMPLEMENTATION of INTERIM POLICY - Public Housing

L BACKGROUND

On January 5, 2006, President Bush signed into law the Violence Against
Women Act of 2005 (VAWA). While the U.s. Department of Housing and
Urban Development (HUD) is developing proposed regulations, public
housing agencies (PHAs) were informed that in the interim the statutory
provisions were effective from the date the law was enacted. HUD has yet
to issue final rules that would make conforming changes in existing
regulations and provide guidance regarding the requirements of the law.

IL VAWA REQUIREMENTS

The purpose of VAWA is to protect certain victims of criminal domestic
violence, dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking — as well as members
of the victim’s immediate families — from losing their HUD-assisted
housing as a consequence of the abuse of which they were the victim.

HUD has instructed PHASs that Certification of Domestic Violence, Dating
Violence, or Stalking for use in Public Housing program, HUD form —
50066 may be used by PHAs administering the Public Housing Program.
The form needs to be completed, signed and submitted within fourteen
(14) business days from the date the individual certifies that he/she is a
victim under VAWA (domestic violence, dating violence, or stalking, and
that the incident or incidences in question are bona fide incidences of such
actual or threatened abuse).

The VAWA also requires that PHAs provide adequate notice and address
1ssues of confidentiality as follows.

PHAs must notify applicants and tenants of their rights under VAWA, and
the right of confidentiality. All information provided to a PHA relating to
the incident(s) of domestic violence, including the fact that an individual is
a victim of domestic violence, dating violence, or stalking, must be
retained in confidence and neither entered into any shared database nor
provided to a related entity, except to the extent that the disclosure is (i)
requested or consented by the individual in writing; (ii) required for use in
an eviction proceeding or termination of assistance; or otherwise required
by applicable law. The HUD-approved certification form provides notice
to the tenant of the confidentiality of the form and the limits thereof.

II1. DEFINITIONS: The following definitions were incorporated into the
United States Housing Act and apply to VAWA.
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Domestic Violence. The term includes felony or misdemeanor crimes of
violence committed by a current or former spouse of the victim, by a
person with whom the victim shares a child in common, by a person who
is cohabitating with or has cohabitated with the victim as a spouse, by a
person similarly situated to a spouse of the victim under the domestic or
Sfamily violence laws of the jurisdiction receiving grant monies, or by any
other person against an adult or youth victim who is protected from that
person’s act under the domestic or family violence laws of the jurisdiction.

Dating Violence: Violence committed by a person:

1. who is or has been in a social relationship of a romantic or intimate
nature with the victim; and

2. Where the existence of such relationship shall determine based on a
consideration of the following factors: (i) the length of the
relationship; (ii) the type of relationship; and (iii) the frequency of
interaction between the persons involved in the relationship.

Stalking: to follow, pursue, or repeatedly commit acts with the intent to
kill, injure, harass, or intimidate; or to place under surveillance with the
intent to kill, injure, harass, or intimidate another person, and in the
course of, or as a result of, such following, pursuit, surveillance, or
repeatedly committed acts, to place a person in reasonable fear of the
death of, or serious bodily injury to, or to cause substantial emotional
harm to (i) that person; (ii) a member of the immediate family of that
person, or (iii) the spouse or intimate partner of that person.

Immediate Family Member: a spouse, parent, brother or sister, or child of
the person, or an individual to whom that person stands in loco parentis
(in place of a parent); or any other person living in the household of that
person and related to that person by blood or marriage.

IV.  HPHA Interim Policy

A. Application
At Application: (Initial and Final Eligibility review)

1. An applicant will be granted a preference eligible status as a victim
of domestic violence, dating violence or stalking, with certification
or documentation verifying current actual or threatening abuse. An
applicant may not be denied admission solely because an applicant
is or has been a victim of domestic violence, dating violence, or
stalking, if he or she is otherwise qualified for admission.
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2. Inreviewing preference eligibility, staff must determine whether
negative suitability was a consequence of domestic violence
against the applicant.

3. An applicant will not be denied admission if the unfavorable
(negative report) screening factors of the applicant are related to
acts of domestic violence, dating violence, or stalking against the
applicant or any member of the family household. For example:

a. If a negative report of performance in meeting lease
obligations is related to domestic violence, dating violence,
or stalking against the applicant or any member of the
applicant’s household, these shall not make the applicant
ineligible for admission.

4. Verification of domestic violence, dating violence or stalking for
preference status with:

a. a federal, state, or local police records, or
b. a court record that documents the incident;
c. a statement certifying abuse, under penalty of perjury, from

" avictim service-provider,
* an attorney, or
* amedical professional from whom the victim sought
assistance; or
d. a certification form approved by HUD, completed by
applicant, signed and submitted within (14) days of the date
requested.

B. TENANTS: Occupancy Lease Enforcement

1. The VAWA provides that criminal activity directly relating to
domestic violence, dating violence, or stalking, engaged in by a
member of a tenant’s household or any guest or other person under
the tenant’s control, shall not be cause for termination of
assistance, tenancy, or occupancy rights if the tenant or an
immediate member of the tenant’s family is the victim or
threatened victim of that abuse.

2. Anincident of actual or threatened domestic violence, dating
violence or stalking does not qualify as “good cause” for
terminating assistance, tenancy or occupancy rights of a victim of
such violence.

3. HPHA is explicitly permitted to bifurcate leases in order to evict or
terminate assistance to a tenant who engages in violence against
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others, without evicting or terminating assistance to the remaining

tenants who may or may not be the victims of this violence.

a. This means that if the abuser is named as the head of
household on the lease, the HPHA can terminate the
abuser’s assistance only. The HPHA is then allowed to
create a new lease with the remaining tenants.

b. If the HPHA seeks to terminate the tenancy of a victim of
domestic violence, dating violence, or stalking for lease
violations unrelated to the domestic violence, dating
violence, or stalking, HPHA may not hold the individual to
a more demanding set of rules than you apply to tenants
who are not victims of domestic violence, dating violence,

or stalking.

C. The HPHA will recommend that the victim seek assistance
from local service providers of domestic violence.

d. The HPHA will recommend that victim contact police and

obtain a temporary restraining order against the abuser.
C. TENANT'S RIGHTS

1. A tenant has the right to continue to remain in housing or receive
housing assistance if tenant is a victim of domestic violence, dating
violence, sexual assault or stalking.

2. If the tenant feels they are a victim of domestic violence, dating
violence, sexual assault or stalking, the tenant may disclose this
information to the HPHA. The HPHA may request that the tenant
certify in written form that the tenant is a victim of domestic
violence, dating violence, sexual assault or stalking. The tenant
shall provide the certification to the HPHA as requested.

D. CERTIFICATION OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE, DATING
VIOLENCE OR STALKING

1. The HPHA may request certification in responding to an
incident(s) of actual or threatened domestic violence, dating
violence or stalking that may affect a tenant’s participation in the
housing program to request in writing that an individual complete,
sign and submit, within fourteen (14) business days of the request,
a HUD-approved certification form. Using the HUD form, the
individual certify that he/she is a victim of domestic violence,
dating violence, or stalking, and that the incident(s) in question are
bona fide incidences of such actual or threatened abuse. The
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- individual shall be asked to provide the name of the perpetrator on
the HUD form.

2. Inlieu of or in addition to the certification form, a tenant may
provide, (1) local police or court record; (2) documentation signed
and attested to by an employee, agent or volunteer of a victim
service provider, an attorney or a medical professional, from whom
the victim has sought assistance in addressing domestic violence,
dating violence or stalking, or the effects of abuse, in which the
professional attests under penalty of perjury (28 U.S.C. 1746) to
the Professional’s belief that the incident or incidents in question
are bona fide incidents of abuse, and the victim of domestic
violence, dating violence or stalking has signed or attested to the
documentation.

3. If the individual does not provide the form HUD-50066 or written
certification that may be provided in lieu of the certification by the
fourteenth (14™) business day or any extension of that date
provided by the HPHA, none of the protections afforded to the
victim of domestic violence, dating violence or stalking by section
607 of VAWA will apply. The HPHA would therefore be free to
evict, or to terminate assistance, in the circumstances authorized by
otherwise applicable law and lease provisions, without regard to
the amendments made by Section 607.

4. The HPHA may accept certification beyond the 14" day, if the
delay in submittal was for good cause.

E. ALL INFORMATION CONFIDENTIAL:

1. The HPHA must keep information confidential, including the
individual’s status as a victim of domestic violence, dating
violence, or stalking. The HPHA may disclose the information if:
the victim requests or consents to the disclosure in writing; the
information is required for use in eviction proceedings related to
whether the incident or incidents in questions qualify as a serious
or repeated violation of the lease or criminal activity directly
relating to domestic violence, dating violence, or stalking; or
disclosure is otherwise required by law.

Fi DEALING WITH INCIDENTS OR CLAIMS OF DOMESTIC
VIOLENCE
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1. The HPHA will encourage victims to seek professional assistance
by referring them to the appropriate victim service providers.

2. If police are involved, staff should keep in contact with them. The
HPHA should obtain a copy of police report for its files, and
request the perpetrator is issued a temporary restraining order.

3. Once a temporary restraining order is issued, and the victim has
provided a certification of domestic violence, the HPHA may
remove the abuser from the lease. The HPHA will make available
to the victim the option to change existing unit entry locks at their
cost, if desired.

4. In cases where the facts are unclear, staff may liberally apply
VAWA procedures and then seek immediate consultation with the
Property Management and Maintenance Services Branch.

5. The HPHA will issue written “Trespass Warning Notice”” when
deemed appropriate. Staff shall cooperate and coordinate with
police and on-site security, if any, to the issuance and enforcement
of trespass notices.

6. The HPHA will keep written log of actions taken, including
referrals to social service organizations, to police, or to other state
agencies; to document efforts made to assist victims assisted under
VAWA.

7. The HPHA may issue a Notice of Violation to one of the tenants of
a lease in order to evict, remove, or terminate assistance to any
individual who is a tenant or lawful occupant and who engages in
criminal acts of physical violence against family members or
others, without evicting, removing, terminating assistance to, or
otherwise penalizing the victim of such violence who is also a
tenant or lawful occupant.

8. Questions regarding the application of the VAWA will be
addresses to the Department of the Attorney General via HPHA’s
Compliance Office. In situations where an imminent emergency
threatens life or property, staff must contact the police for
immediate assistance. Guidance on the VAWA is not an
emergency and shall be addresses through the Compliance Office
as stated above.

9. The HPHA is requires to maintain confidential information in
separate files and stored in a locked restricted access cabinet.

. Implicated Conflict of Interest Provision - Section 19(A)(1) of the ACC

19(A)(1)(ii) of the ACC, which provides:

“(A)(1) In addition to any other applicable conflict of interest
requirements, neither the HA nor any of its contractors or their
subcontractors may enter into any contract, subcontract, or
arrangement in connection with a project under this ACC in which any
of the following classes of people has an interest, direct or indirect,
during his or her tenure or for one year thereafter:

“(ii) Any employee of the HA who formulates policy or who

Ik Nature of the Conflict of Interest in Detail

a. HPHA Executive Director, HPHA Statement of Procurement
Policy, and Standards of Conduct

In early January 2012, Hakim Ouansafi became the Executive Director of HPHA
(“Executive Director Ouansafi”) — the State of Hawaii's public housing agency. His
duties and responsibilities as the Executive Director include providing overall
administration and management of all functions and activities related to the
operation of the HPHA and federal and state public housing, construction and
renovation of HPHA public housing developments, and overseeing the HPHA
Contracts and Procurements Office (“CPO"), and HPHA Construction Management
Branch ("CMB"). As the Executive Director, he also executes certain contracts on
behalf of HPHA. '

Pursuant to the “Statement of Procurement Policy for the Hawaii Public Housing
Authority” approved by the Board of Directors on March 19, 2009 (“Procurement
Policy"), Executive Director Ouansafi is responsible for ensuring “that all
procurement actions are conducted in accordance with the policies contained [in the
Procurement Policy].” See Procurement Policy, Section Hll.LA. The term
“procurement” as used in the Procurement Policy “includes both contracts and
modifications (including change orders) for the purchasing, leasing, or renting of: (1)
goods, supplies equipment, and materials, (2) construction and maintenance;
consultant services, (3) architectural and engineering (A/E) services, (4) social
services, and (5) other services.” See Procurement Policy, Section I.B.

Section |l of the Procurement Policy, Ethics in Public Contracting, provides:
B. Conflict of Interest

No employee, officer, Board member, or agent of the
HPHA shall participate directly or indirectly in the
selection, award, or administration of any contract if a
conflict of interest, real or apparent, would be involved.
This type of conflict would be when one of the persons
listed below was [sic] a financial or any type of interest in
a firm competing for an award:

2. His/her relative . . . including . . . wife . . . .

See Exhibit 1, Section II1.B.

Additionally, HPHA's Standards of Conduct established by Administrative
Memorandum, Administration No. 1, dated April 15, 2010 (“Standards of Conduct”),

addresses the standards of conduct for HPHA employees and Board of Directors,
and handling conflicts of interest. Specifically, Section Il of the Standards of
Conduct provides:

HPHA employees and Board members should avoid
conflicts between their duties to HPHA and their own
personal interests. Where the potential for conflict exists,
HPHA employees and Board members shall identify such
situation(s), disclose the potential conflict to the
appropriate person(s), and take whatever steps may be
warranted by the situation, up to and including recusing
themselves from decision-making or action pertaining to
the situation. Disclosures of conflicts of interests or
potential conflicts of interests must be submitted in
writing to the HPHA Board of Directors. The Board of
Directors will be required to act on any disclosures
received, with written justification being required for any
waivers.

b. Conflict of Interest Involving AECOM Pacific, Inc.

The conflict of interest recently arose when Executive Director Ouansafi disclosed to
me, and other key HPHA personnel, that his wife, Michele Layn Ouansafi (“Mrs.
Ouansafi") is employed by AECOM Technical Services, Inc. as the
Contracts/Subcontracts Manager. HPHA has been and continues to be in a
contractual relationship with AECOM Pacific, Inc. (formerly known as M&E Pacific),
and has also previously contracted with his wife's employer, AECOM Technical
Services, inc." AECOM Pacific, Inc. and AECOM Technical Services, Inc. are
related companies and part of AECOM. The solicitation, procurement, or award of
the current contract between HPHA and AECOM Pacific, Inc. (Contract No. CMS
08-14) occurred in 2008, years before the Board hired Executive Director Ouansafi.
Although this contract is currently pending and a Supplemental Contract needs to be
executed, Executive Director Ouansafi has not been involved in this contract.

Upon discovering the conflict of interest, the following actions took place to comply
with the HPHA Procurement Policy, the Standards of Conduct, ACC requirements,
and HUD regulations: Executive Director Ouansafi recused himself from
participating in any procurement or contract administration actions with respect to
any of the AECOM Companies, or taking any action that could possibly involve the

' The prior contract between HPHA and AECOM Technical Services, Inc. (Contract No. CMS 11-1 2)
began on June 27, 2011, and ended on January 19, 2012. Executive Director Ouansafi was also not
involved with this expired contract with AECOM Technical Services, Inc., as it began nearly six (6)
months before the start of his employment with HPHA and ended shortly after he became the HPHA
Executive Director.

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AECOM Companies. Due to the conflict of interest, | signed the recent
Supplemental Contract No. 5 to Contract No. CMS 08-14, between HPHA and
AECOM Pacific, Inc., and the contract remains pending. Additionally, pursuant to
the HPHA Procurement Policy, Executive Director Ouansafi delegated any
responsibilities and oversight regarding the AECOM Pacific, Inc. contract to me and
Rick Sogawa, the HPHA Acting Contracts and Procurement Officer.

We also were aware of the need to disclose this conflict of interest to the Board, and
obtain a waiver of Section 19(A) of the ACC from HUD. Accordingly, we consulted
with our legal counsel, the Department of the Attorney General, regarding this
conflict of interest situation and requested a legal opinion as to whether HPHA was
prohibited from continuing its current contract with AECOM Pacific, Inc., or
precluded by law from contracting with any of the AECOM Companies in the future.

In the meantime, Executive Director Quansafi's wife, Mrs. Ouansafi, provided
additional information regarding her employment with AECOM Technical Services,
Inc. and AECOM in general. Mrs. Ouansafi stated that her company — AECOM
Technical Services, Inc. — is related ta AECOM Pacific, Inc. and the other AECOM
Companies listed above. Currently, she is the Contracts/Subcontracts Manager for
AECOM Technical Services, Inc. Mrs. Quansafi is not an officer of AECOM
Technical Services, Inc., or any other AECOM company, and holds minimal stock in
AECOM through the Employee Stock Purchase Program. Executive Director
Ouansafi does not own any stock in the AECOM Companies.

Mrs. Ouansafi also disclosed that in or around July 2000, she was employed by
Earth Tech Inc., as the Contract/Subcontract Administrator, and subsequently in
2007, became the Contract/Procurempnt Manager. In or around 2009, AECOM
purchased Earth Tech Inc., and the company’s name changed to AECOM Technical
Services, Inc. Mrs. Ouansafi has been and continues to be the
Contracts/Subcontracts Manager for AECOM Technical Services, Inc. Mrs.
Ouansafi has stated that she has signature authority for subcontract agreements
only, and does not have the authority to sign contract agreements. Her main charter
is to support federal contracts and procurement, rather than State of Hawaii, City &
County of Honolulu, or commercial enterprises. Her involvement with the State of
Hawaii, City & County of Honolulu, and commercial enterprises is solely within the
environmental business line which does work as AECOM Technical Services, Inc.
Mrs. Ouansafi also reported that she contractually supports AECOM Pacific, Inc.
when that company is working on federal contracts or state projects involving a
certain type of federal funding structure.

With respect to the contractual relationship with the AECOM Companies in general,
the CPO and the CMB staff determined that HPHA'’s contract with AECOM Pacific,
Inc. began in 2008 (Contract No. CMS 08-14), and four (4) Supplemental Contracts
have been executed since that time. AECOM Pacific, Inc. was retained as a
consultant for the conversion of existing cesspools to septic tank systems.
Currently, Supplemental Contract No. 5 to CMS 08-14, which | recently signed on
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behalf of HPHA, remains pending. Regarding HPHA's other contract with AECOM
Technical Services, Inc. (Contract No. CMS 11-12), where the company provided
electrical site survey and easement map services, the contract started on June 27,
2011, and ended on January 19, 2012.

Enclosed for your review is a memo from Acting CPO Officer Rick Sogawa to
Deputy Attorney General Jennifer Sugita regarding HPHA's contracts with the
AECOM Companies, with a chart listing the specific contracts and supplemental
contracts executed to date. As evidenced by the attached list, HPHA retained
AECOM Pacific, Inc. and AECOM Technical Services, Inc. many months or years
before Executive Director Ouansafi started with HPHA.

As required by the Standards of Conduct, Executive Director Ouansafi also
disclosed the conflict of interest in writing to the Board. The written disclosure is in
the June 21, 2012 Board of Directors’ Informational Board Meeting Packet, and a
copy of which is enclosed for your review.

At the June 21, 2012 Board meeting, Executive Director Ouansafi disclosed the
conflict of interest in detail to the Board members. Following a discussion, the
Board voted to waive the conflict of interest, and allow the current contract between
AECOM Pacific, Inc. and HPHA to proceed. The Board also moved to delegate the
procurement and contract authority to me and Mr. Sogawa, or other appropriate
HPHA staff regarding any matters related to, involving, or possibly involving the
AECOM Companies. The Board also authorized me to submit to HUD, on behalf of
HPHA, a request for a waiver of the Section 19(A)(1) of the ACC.

Subsequently, at the October 18, 2012, the HPHA approved amending the Waiver
Request to HUD by requiring Executive Director Ouansafi to recuse himself from
“the procurement, selection, awarding, or administration” of any contracts involving
the AECOM companies. However, the Board recognized and specifically agreed
with him that he must be allowed to “monitor” the status of the projects in which
AECOM is involved, provided again that he exercises no discretionary function or
makes decisions that could affect the respective AECOM contract and defers all
such discretionary decisions to the delegated HPHA staff.

An opinion from our Deputy Attorney General that this arrangement does not violate
any State law is attached.

. Good Cause Present for HUD to Grant Waiver

Good cause exists for HUD to grant HPHA's request for a waiver. HPHA has
contracted with certain AECOM Companies for many years, and the original
contract with AECOM Pacific, Inc. that is currently ongoing was executed years
before Mr. Ouansafi became the Executive Director of HPHA. In the future, should
any of the AECOM Companies offer to contract with HPHA and be selected, we do
not believe that there will be any conflict of interest or appearance of impropriety
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since Executive Director has recused himself and the Board delegated the
procurement and contract administration responsibilities to me and Mr. Sogawa.

HPHA has only entered into two (2) contracts (not counting the Supplemental
Contracts) since 2008 with some of the AECOM Companies. Given this history, we
do not anticipate entering in multiple contracts with any of the AECOM Companies.
We do expect, however, that one of the AECOM Companies may respond to
Requests for Proposals, Requests for Quotes, or Invitation for Bids, either as a
contractor or subcontractor, or possibly be retained by way of small purchase
procurement. As the AECOM Pacific, Inc. has been under contract with HPHA
since 2008, and has the necessary expertise and experience regarding the cesspool
conversions, it would be devastating to HPHA if we were precluded from continuing
with AECOM Pacific, Inc.

Further, in light of AECOM's longstanding relationship with HPHA, prior services
rendered to HPHA, and Executive Director Ouansafi's lack of participation and
involvement in procurement and selection of contractors on projects that could
possibly involve the AECOM Companies, we request that HUD allow HPHA to
continue its current contract with AECOM Pacific, Inc., and also allow HPHA to
contract with any of the AECOM Companies in the future.

IV. Compliance with Hawaii Law

We have consulted with HPHA's legal counsel, the Department of the Attomey
General, State of Hawaii ("Attorney General's Office” or “legal counsel"), regarding
this conflict of interest situation. Our legal counsel has advised that, based on the
facts presented, the current contractual relationship between AECOM Pacific, Inc.
and HPHA is permitted under the laws of the State of Hawaii. Specifically, since
Executive Director Ouansafi was not involved with the current contract with AECOM
Pacific, Inc., or the prior expired contract with AECOM Technical Services, Inc., the
Attorney General's Office opined that there has been no violation of state laws, such
as Hawaii Revised Statutes (HRS) section 84-14(a)(1) and HRS section 84-13. Our
legal counsel has advised, however, that Executive Director Ouansafi continue to
recuse himself from taking action involving AECOM Pacific, Inc., other AECOM
Companies, or design/construction projects that could possibly relate to the AECOM
Companies, to avoid any possible violation of the State Ethics Code, or the
appearance that he has used his official position to secure preferential treatment for
any of the AECOM Companies. The Attorney General's Office concluded that the
State Ethics Code is not so restrictive so as to preclude Executive Director Ouansafi
from continuing his employment as the Executive Director of HPHA, require Mrs.
Ouansafi to resign from her position as the Contracts/Subcontracts Manager at
AECOM Technical Services, Inc., or prohibit HPHA from contracting with the
AECOM Companies in the future. We have enclosed for your review the opinion
from the Attorney General's Office.

. DISCUSSION

A. A member of the Executive Director’s immediate family, namely his wife, is
currently employed by AECOM, a Delaware corporation that provides
engineering and architectural services, authorized to conduct business in
Hawaii.

G. Pursuant to the above-referenced provision of the Standards of Conduct,
the Executive Director has identified this situation as a conflict between his
duties to HPHA and his own personal interests situation, disclosed the
potential conflict to the Board of Directors, and recused himself from

A. Pursuant to the United States Code of Federal Regulations (C.F.R.), at 24
C.F.R. §85.36, recipients of federal grants, including the Hawaii Pyblic
Housing Authority (HPHA), are required to “maintain a written code of
standards of conduct governing the performance of their employees
engaged in the award and administration of contracts.”

B. The C.F.R. further states in pertinent part that “[n]o employee, officer or
agent of the grantee or subgrantee shall participate in selection, or in the
award or administration of a contract supported by Federal funds if a
conflict of interest, real or apparent, would be involved.”

C. The regulations define such a conflict in the following ways:

i. The employee, officet or agent,

i. Any member of his immediate family,

iii. His or her partner, or

iv. An organization which employs, or is about to employ, any of the
abdve, has a financial or other interest in the firm selected for
award.

D. Section 19 of the HPHA's Public Housing Consolidated Annual
Contributions Contract (ACC) with HUD provides in pertinent part:

(A)(1) In addition to any other applicable conflict of interest
requirements, neither the [HP]HA nor any of its contractors
or their subcontractors may enter into any contract,
subcontract, or arrangement in connection with a project
under this ACC in which any of the following classes of
people has an interest, direct or indirect, during his or her
tenure or for one year thereafter:

(i) Any employee of the [HPJHA who formulates policy or
who influences decisions with respect to the project(s), or
any member of the employee’s immediate family, or the
employee's partner.

E. According to Administrative Memorandum No. 1: “Hawaii Public Housing
Authority Standards of Conduct” (April 15, 2010):

HPHA employees . . . should avoid conflicts between their
duties to HPHA and their own personal interests. Where the
potential for conflict exists, HPHA employees . . . shall
identify such situation(s), disclose the potential conflict to the

Under the provisions of HUD 24 CFR Part 902, a Public Housing Agency
(PHA) is evaluated in Public Housing Assessment Systems (PHAS).
PHAS extended the four key areas: 1) the physical condition of its
properties; 2) the financial condition of the agency; 3) management
operations; and 4) residents’ service and satisfactory assessment
(resident survey). Based on these four indicators, a PHA receives a
composite score that represents a single score for a PHA’s entire
operation and a performance designation.

For FY ending June 30, 2011, the Hawaii Public Housing Authority
(HPHA) received a Substandard Management designation under the
PHAS' management operations sub indicator. The PHAS management
component consists of 3 rated areas: 1) Occupancy; 2) Tenant Accounts
Receivable; and 3) Accounts Payable.

HUD and HPHA agreed on the following actions to address the
subcomponents of Occupancy and Tenant Accounts Receivable. As a
result of the substandard rating, HPHA entered into a Recovery Plan with
HUD as attached.
